CWEA TRAINING TASK FORCE

Call for Trainers
The California Water Environment Association (CWEA) and the State Water Resources Control Board entered into a memorandum of agreement (MOA) regarding training for public agencies to comply with the recently adopted General Waste Discharge Requirements (WDR’s) for publicly owned sanitary sewer systems. 

CWEA, along with its Summit Partners (CASA, CVCWA, BACWA, and SCAP), is setting up a team of volunteers to participate in the SSO WDR Training Task Force.   Our task will be to deliver consistent, quality training for an estimated 3,500 people throughout California.  The initial focus will be training for electronic reporting, with training on SSMP development closely following.  
We are working with an instructional designer to develop the training curriculum, instructor guide, and student guide.  The training will be delivered throughout California and is being designed to have 50 students in each 4 hour session.  Two sessions will be held on each training day (8 hours of facilitation for trainer per day).  The training will be very experiential for the students using real-world case studies to transfer and share knowledge about SSO’s and this very important new reporting database.  This design will offer an exciting facilitation role for the trainers selected.
The Task Force needs qualified volunteer trainers interested in participating in this project to fill out the attached interest form.  The trainers selected to deliver the training, will participate in a Train-the-Trainer session (1 day) and will be asked to commit to facilitate at least 2 days of training.  Estimated volunteer hours = 3-6 days per trainer.
A copy of the Task Force organizational chart is attached to this notice to give you more information on the structure of the project teams.

This training opportunity is very significant for CWEA and its Summit Partners, because it will benefit all sanitary sewer collection system agencies in California.
